Tucker County Convention & Visitor's Bureau, Inc.
By-Laws

ARTICLE 1

OFFICE AND LOCATION

The principal office shall be located at the Information Center on William Avenue, Davis, West Virginia, or any other such site as designated by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE II

The Bureau shall be a non-stock and non profit organization financed by the hotel/motel tax money, gifts, appropriations, sales of publications, advertising or other such methods determined by the Board of Directors of the Tucker County Convention & Visitor's Bureau.

ARTICLE III

OBJECTIVES

SECTION 1.  To promote travel and tourism for Tucker County, West Virginia.  Activities shall include the promotion and/or production of tours, video, travel guides, preparation and distribution of brochures and other publications.  Promotional activities should include creating and maintaining a website and current social media platforms. 
SECTION 2.
The objective shall be reached through advertising, publicity, promotion, personal service and education as it is relative to travel and tourism within and without our trading area.

SECTION 3.
It shall strive to educate local businesses, their employees and the general public involved in the travel and hospitality industry to better methods of serving the public and towards a greater knowledge of our area's historic, natural, scenic, and recreational resources and to encourage additional facilities for the development of the travel trade.

SECTION 4.
To enter into cooperative advertising, promotional and production efforts with tourism related businesses, or non-profit entities both state and federal, to promote Tucker County specific tourism related events/activities/conventions that will result in increased lodging visits.

SECTION 5.
The Bureau and it's members will encourage visitors to use the facilities and areas within Tucker County in a responsible and respectful manner.

ARTICLE IV

MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1.
The membership of the Bureau will consist of eight (8) members, three (3) from Canaan Valley, one (1) from the Davis-Thomas area, one (1) from the Parsons area, two (2) members at large and 1 (one) ex-officio, non-voting member to represent the Tucker County Commission.
SECTION 2.
The term of office shall be three (3) years with the electing or re-electing of a member each year.  Each member may serve 2 consecutive terms and is eligible for reelection after a one (1) year hiatus. The Tucker County Commission ex-officio member is excluded from term limits.
SECTION 3.
Members of the Bureau will serve without compensation for attendance at any meeting of the Bureau, however, members shall be reimbursed for all reasonable expenses incurred in carrying out such duties upon approval or confirmation of the Board.

SECTION 4.
Any vacancies on the Bureau because of death, resignation, removal, or otherwise, shall be filled by an affirmative vote of the remaining directors.

SECTION 5.  Each member of the Bureau is required to uphold the ideals of good standing.  To be considered in good standing;
1. Each member must attend regularly scheduled meetings.  Missing three (3) consecutive meetings unexcused will result in a member being considered inactive and thereby relinquishing their right to vote. Active membership status can be regained by written request and the approval of the Board  

2. Members should be current in payment of local, state, and federal taxes and compliant with state and federal laws.  Members will be asked to become compliant within 90 days to maintain membership.

3. Annually members will be asked to sign a Standards of Conduct Statement as presented by the Executive Director. 

ARTICLE V

VOTING RIGHTS

SECTION 1.
Each member of the Bureau, with the exception of the ex-officio County Commission member, is entitled to vote on each matter submitted to a vote at a called meeting of members.

SECTION 2.
No proxy votes shall be permitted at any meeting of the Bureau.

SECTION 3.
A quorum shall consist of 5 or more voting members in order to conduct business.

SECTION 4.
A majority of those present from the quorum shall determine the decision of a vote.

SECTION 5.
Any voting procedures not covered by these by-laws shall be covered by Roberts Rules of Order.

SECTION 6.  At the discretion of the President, matters requiring immediate official action of the board may be submitted to the board via email in the form of a proposed motion. If a board member agrees to make the motion and a second is recorded, an official vote may be taken via email. These email votes will be recorded in the official minutes of the board.

ARTICLE VI

MEETINGS

SECTION 1.
A minimum of 9 meetings, including the annual meeting/retreat, shall be held annually at the discretion of the Executive Director.   


SECTION 2.
The annual meeting shall be held in January, when possible, to provide for the election of new officers, and for the transaction of other such business as may come before the meeting.

SECTION 3.
Special meetings of members, for any purpose, may be called by the President, Executive Director or a majority of the Board members.

SECTION 4.
Meeting notices shall be mailed, faxed or emailed to Bureau members at least five (5) days prior to its meeting date, unless otherwise waived by members.

ARTICLE VII

OFFICERS

SECTION 1.
Officers shall be elected annually by the Bureau at the January meeting.  The officers shall consist of a President, Vice President, and Treasurer.  The Executive Director shall serve as the Bureau's Secretary, unless otherwise determined by the Board.

SECTION 2.
The President shall call and preside at all meetings of the Bureau.  The President shall have general supervision of the business affairs of the Bureau.

SECTION 3.
The Vice President shall assume the office of the President whenever a vacancy occurs and shall serve until the next meeting or until a successor is elected.

SECTION 4.
The treasurer shall uphold regular communication with the Executive Director and staff to ensure that all financial records are maintained and prepared for Board meetings.  The treasurer shall be available as needed to assist with the creation and maintenance of an annual budget.
SECTION 5.
The Secretary shall be responsible for the proper recording of all actions of the Bureau.  The Secretary shall be custodian of the Bureau's records, see that any documents are properly executed on behalf of the Bureau, and be responsible for any additional functions that may be required by law.  The Secretary shall provide copies of minutes to all members of the Bureau.

SECTION 6.
An Executive Director may be employed by the Bureau to be responsible for the execution of such programs as fixed by the Bureau.  The Executive Director shall be hired by the Convention and Visitors Bureau Board of Directors.  His/her service may be provided to other organizations, as determined by the Convention and Visitors Bureau Board.  The Executive Director shall not be a member of the Bureau, but shall attend all of it's meetings.

ARTICLE VIII

AMENDMENTS

These by-laws may be altered, amended, or appealed, and new by-laws may be adopted by a vote of the Board of Directors representing a majority of same at any meeting after the proposed amendment has been set out in the notice of such meeting.
